Bride of Frankenstein", "The Mummy" and "Dracula"; a nod to Hammer films, "The Curse of

Frankenstein", "Horror of Dracula"; and acclaimed classics like "Psycho", "Black Sunday", "The

Fearless Vampire Killers"; "Rosemary's Baby" and "The Exorcist" - no one, with any clout, will argue

with. These films are just cool and should be included in any serious book on the subject.I'm no fan

of slasher films and mostly avoid them. I like my horror rooted firmly in the world of fantasy, my

attitude is: if it can happen in real life I'll watch it on the news. But of the slashers I trust the author

has chosen the best of the blood-drenched bunch.
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
