Fair-skinned

Circassian men and women were as vulnerable to enslavement in the Nile Valley as were

teenagers from Sudan or Ethiopia.Tell This in My Memory opens up a new window in the study of

slavery in the modern Middle East, taking up personal narratives of slaves and slave owners to

shed light on the anxieties and intimacies of personal experience.
