Should one want to delve more
deeply into individual topics, e.g. the Vikings, the two Olavs, relations between Norway and its
Nordic neighbors, as well as Norwegian resistance during World War 11, this work presents a good
basis from which to proceed. The reader is also provided with an extensive bibliography and
adequate index; however, a work of this scope requires more than one map (and that with little

detail).

The reading is a bit dry, but well worth the effort. My husband still has relatives living in Norway, so
we are more than casually interested in the history. Learning so much more about all the wars and

struggles helps us better understand these proud people.

This book does a nice job of giving a level of detail so that you can pretty easily ready through

Norway’s history without getting too bogged down. It's certainly not a complete history, but not every
