Shelby Foote took to writing about the Civil War after a successful career as a novelist. He makes
this read like the best trilogy | have ever read - he is a master craftsman, turning what could be
construed as dry subject matter into a novel (or more correctly series) where you cheer for your

heroes and lament for the fallen as if you knew each person described in this complex story.

Shelby Foote is one of my favorite writers of civil war history. This is the second volume of a three
volume set. It's written in a style that keeps the reader’s interest . Not keeping you bogged down
with dates and statistics. This particular volume starts with the battle of Fredericksburg and ends
with the battle of Meridian . Each section begins with the political ramifications of an event( military
campaign ) and then goes back in time to that battle or military campaign and brings you inside the
minds of the generals and soldiers who fought and the strategy involved. These three volumes
contain almost every battle fought in the war. These books are a must read for a person of any age.
